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Having recently returned from a four months commanding a multi-national Task Force in the Indian Ocean, John Clink will talk about the challenges of conducting coalition naval operations in the Indian Ocean against the threat of piracy, terrorism and drug trafficking in the Indian Ocean and the Red Sea – an area of over 2.5 million square miles.

There will be ample time for discussion and debate about what has become a major problem for the maritime world.
