The Hotels
All three hotels offer a high standard of comfort.  They also boast their own restaurants and bar.

Novotel Chateau de Versailles (3*)  Out of town hotel easily giving easy access to and from Caen and in and out of Central Paris.
Novotel Pont De Serves (4*)  Business class hotel located on the edge of the central area (metro line 9 terminates at Pont se De Serves).
Hotel Mercure Ronceray (3*)  Situated in the very centre of Paris.  The nearest metro is Grand Boulevards but many of the top tourist sights are within walking distance.
The Ferry Crossing Going Out
Looking at the choice of ferry crossings, the key factors are as follows.
Portsmouth to Caen  -  This is the most direct route and you could be in Paris for mid-morning going this way as the journey is only 150-miles.  The downside is that the overnight ferry leaves too late for you to be able to eat on board and arrives at pretty early 06.30 French time.
Portsmouth to St Malo  -  A proper overnight ferry with time for a drink in the bar, dinner in the restaurant, and a night-cap before retiring to your cabin for a decent night's sleep.  The downside is that St Malo is 250-miles and, with the extended lunch stop you would need en route, you would not get to Paris until late-afternoon.

The Ferry Crossing Coming Home
The Caen-Portsmouth route is the flagship Brittany Ferries route and the ships.  The 5hr:45min crossing departs Caen at 16.30.
A group meal in the main restaurant costs £22.
